Nationality of Infantry
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· At the beginning of the game, the quality of all infantry is unknown. The quality is determined the first time each individual battalion makes a morale test for any reason. Until a battalions quality is determined, Guards fire and move as Guards, Elites fire and move as Elites, Landwehr fire and move as Landwehr, and all others fire and move as line.
· The Austrian Jaeger / Grenz split is a random 50/50 die roll for each battalion
· Russian infantry fire two classes lower than their quality rating and add +3 to their morale when checking after losing a round of melee.
· All Austrian line infantry formation changes take a full move. This includes those Austrian battalions whose quality is yet unknown.
· Austrian line battalions are 48 strong, Jaeger and Grenz 36 strong. Jaegers are rifle armed. Grenz fire as veterans but have militia morale and when charged by enemy throw for firing distance using the militia rating.
